recruit additional volunteers and serve more members.

About Care helps seniors and disabled individuals meet their
basic needs, reduce isolation, and maintain or restore health.
All services are free of charge to the members and are provid-
ed seven days a week. Members can submit a service request
to About Care, and a volunteer will be assigned to assist them.
Along with transportation needs, members may request minor
home repairs, such as changing a light bulb or replacing air
filters throughout their home.

In addition to fulfilling service requests from the members,
proactive, weekly reassurance calls are made to check on the
members’ welfare, as well as friendly visits to provide company
and social interaction. As you can imagine, a special bond is cre-
ated between the members and volunteers. It is likely the same

volunteer will be assigned to take care of the member’s requests.

Whether you have an elderly family member in need, or you have
a heart for helping our seniors thrive, About Care is a wonderful,

local resource serving a need in our community.
