As it prepares for a May 5 concert, 
the  Scottsdale Philharmonic also 
is preparing to welcome Vanja Gju-

mar Nikolovski as its principal resident 
conductor beginning with the 2024-25 sea-
son in October.

Nikolovski graduated with majors in 
conducting and composition from the 
Saints Cyril and Methodius University of 
Skopje Faculty of Music, Macedonia, and 
has conducted all over the world. 

“We are thrilled to have a conductor of 
his background join us,” said Philharmonic 
Director Joy Partridge.

Tickets are now available for the May 5 
Scottsdale Philharmonic Beethoven Con-
cert at 5 p.m. the orchestra’s new perfor-
mance home, La Casa de Cristo Lutheran 
Church, 6300 E. Bell Rd. in Scottsdale.

“Starting with this May 5 concert, all 

of our concerts will be held at La Casa de 
Cristo,” said Partridge. “It’s a beautiful 
venue that can hold 1,200 people and has 
ample, free parking.”

Th e guest conductor for the May 5 con-
cert is Nickolas Carlson.

Th e Scottsdale Philharmonic’s musical 
selections for the May 5 concert will in-
clude Beethoven’s Piano Concerto No. 3 
with pianist Svetlana Obregon Saens, a co-
founder and owner of Ostinato Conserva-
tory of Music. 

Saens also is a collaborative artist and 
educator as well as the winner in many 
international competitions, including In-
ternational Music Festival “Musica Clas-
sica” in Russia and the sixth international 
competition “Music Without Limits” in 
Lithuania.

Also to be performed is  Suppé: Ban-
ditenstreiche Overture “If I Loved You” 
from “Carousel” with soprano Melissa Sol-

omon and Beethoven’s Leonore Overture 
No. 3.

“Th e vision of the Scottsdale Philhar-
monic is to become a Valley-wide sym-
phony,” Partridge said. “Th is is why we of-
fer free live streaming for all concerts, low 
ticket prices, free tickets to all students and 
active military/veterans, and anyone who 
needs fi nancial assistance but still wants to 
experience the joy of classical music.”

Th e nonprofi t’s ticket charges only cover 
about a third of its costs.

“If you appreciate classical music and 
would like to help us fulfi ll our mission, 
please visit the website to make a donation 
today,” Partridge implored.

In addition to group 
workshops and education in managing 
fi nances, FSWF also off ers one-on-one 
sessions to discuss fi nancial goals, build 
a fi nancial plan, ask any questions clients 
may have regarding fi nances, and connect 
them with resources on everything from 
budgeting to retirement.

Th e foundation recognizes the power 
of community support and networking in 
fostering growth and empowerment, facili-
tating participants’  connections with men-
tors, and industry professionals.

Th is network not only enhances profes-
sional opportunities but also provides a 
sense of belonging and solidarity.

Participants who have overcome adver-
sity, secured stable employment, pursued 
higher education and achieved personal 
growth stand as testimonials to the organi-
zation’s eff ectiveness. 

Th ese success stories highlight the trans-
formative potential of FSWF’s comprehen-
sive approach to empowerment. Upon 
entering the foundation’s lobby, visitors 
see photos of some of the women and their 
family members who have benefi ted from 
all that its services. 

When a woman enters FSWF for the fi rst 
time, often in a precarious and stressful life 
situation, unsure how to move forward, 
she can look up at these photos and see 
what is possible for her own future.

In January, Fresh Start Women’s Foun-
dation was chosen to receive a $16,800 

donation from the Scottsdale members of 
100+ Women Who Care Valley of the Sun 
that will be used mainly to enhance the 
nonprofi t’s computer trainign program.

“Our computer training program is the 
most critical to the women that we serve,” 
said foundation Chief of Staff  Heidi Coup-
land. “Every single component of what you 
do in a career these days has a computer 
component to it. Th ese dollars will support 
every single woman that comes through 
our doors. 

We off er basic to advanced computer 
skills along with outside classes like cod-
ing that women don’t even know exist,” she 
added. Th ese classes open women’s eyes 
to the diff erent opportunities available in 
the workplace.  We want to make sure the 
resources continue to be available for all 

the women that we serve.”
100+ Women Who Care Valley of the Sun 

is a group of women that meets quarterly to 
learn about local nonprofi ts, then votes on 
which organization will receive their quar-
terly donation. 

Each member of the group donates $100 
to the chosen charity. In one hour, over 
$10,000 is donated to the selected recipi-
ent. Th e chapter has donated over $1.2M to 
local charities since its inception.
